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 James can be tough. Luther wasnôt so hip on Jamesô Epistle because it 

had so much Law for life application. Sometimes as Lutherans we have a hard 

time using Godôs Law or commandments after looking to the cross. We often 

wrongly get it in our heads that the Law that always accuses, or convicts, is only 

useful towards preparation for the Gospel, that Jesus died for our sins and saves us by grace alone. The  

conviction of the Law then continues, and how wrong it would be for us to set that aside for a sense of well  

being before God. Godôs conviction through His Word is always good, and many times it has a great way of 

revealing Godôs will for our lives when we need correcting the most as His children.   

 As children of God it is only fitting to slow down and listen, especially when it isnôt easy and seems 

harsh. Take James for example:   

 

James 1:19-27   Know this, my beloved brothers: let every person be quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to 

anger; for the anger of man does not produce the righteousness of God. Therefore put away all filthiness and 

rampant wickedness and receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls.  

 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. For if anyone is a hearer of the 

word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks intently at his natural face in a mirror.  For he looks at  

himself and goes away and at once forgets what he was like. But the one who looks into the perfect law, the 

law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who forgets but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his do-

ing.  

 If anyone thinks he is religious and does not bridle his tongue but deceives his heart, this personôs 

religion is worthless. Religion that is pure and undefiled before God, the Father, is this: to visit orphans and 

widows in their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world. 

 

 This Word is not easy, but it sure is right. Notice how James calls the ñperfect lawò the ñlaw of  

libertyò?  Godôs Law is always good and we as Godôs children should be ever thankful that we can have it 

emblazon on our hearts to the joy of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. He died for us, and is risen, and has 

sent the Holy Spirit that we might go as He sends us and listen to His every Word. Walking in that Word we 

have not just a sense of liberty, but actual liberty and freedom, not to choose sin, but to walk outside of its 

clutches. Only Christ alone gives us this great gift. 

 Take time to relish in Godôs Word this Summer. Sure, it will be tough. But Godôs Word is the              

toughest thing there ever was, is, or ever will be. Itôll do a work, but for good. May your conviction be one 

that celebrates Godôs work and takes serious His daily call for your life.
