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Pentecost and the Season

After Jesusô earthly ministry and 

the grand culmination of His             

trial, death and resurrection,                

He did what He said He would                   

do- He left. The day Jesus               

ascended (40 days after His                

resurrection) we are told that His               

followers, those instructed to be 

there with Him, looked up in 

amazement as He was taken into 

the clouds. Though He left their 

awareness of sight, He did not 

leave them alone. 

 

  So when they had come together, 

they asked him, ñLord, will you  

at this time restore the kingdom to 

Israel?ò He said to them, ñIt is 

not for you to know times or               

seasons that the Father has fixed 

by his own authority. But you will 

receive power when the Holy 

Spirit has come upon you, and 

you will be my witnesses in                   

Jerusalem and in all Judea and 

Samaria, and to the end of the 

earth.ò And when he had said 

these things, as they were looking 

on, he was lifted up, and a cloud 

took him out of their sight.                 

And while they were gazing into    

heaven as he went, behold, two  

 

 

 

 

 

men stood by them in white robes, 

and said, ñMen of Galilee, why 

do you stand looking into                

heaven? This Jesus, who was  

taken up from you into heaven, 

will come in the same way as you 

saw him go into heaven.ò  

(Acts 1:6-11) 

 

Notice that Jesus ascended out of 

their sight, but not away from 

them. Jesus promises never to 

leave us or forsake us. Jesus had 

His servants on hand to encour-

age those gathered in saying that 

He would come in the same way 

He went, but to wait for His 

promise. Jesus had promised that 

He and the Father would come 

and make Their home with them. 

(John 14) This was fulfilled in 

sending His Holy Spirit for their 

consolation, and also their               

enlivening and invigoration. The 

Life of the Church was being 

sent, and at the heart of that life 

would be faith that clings to the 

Word of God and looks to Christ 

alone. This is at the heart of our 

celebration of Pentecost, and 

throughout the Season of the 

Church. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

As Christôs Church filled with the 

Holy Spirit, we are called as 

Godôs people to bear witness to 

the revealed work of our Lord 

through His Word. Jesus expects  

us to keep at it until He appears 

again. And for now, our task is   

making disciples and bearing  

witness. What does it look like?  

How do we go about it?  That is 

something to intentionally pray 

about. Youôll recognize it,                 

because it will never be about 

your comfort. Rather it will               

reflect a desire for obedience to 

Godôs Word, rooted in love for 

God and neighbor. It will also 

seek the eternal good for every-

one, while abiding by the truth 

even when it isnôt popular.                     

At times, it will seem impossible,  

but it wonôt be- because Jesus          

will be right up in the middle of 

it!
